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Acts 2:38 Repent (plural) from rejecting Jesus (= change the mind to believe in Him, vv. 1-37) resulting in forgiveness of sins & the gift of the Holy Spirit (both plural) THEN ‘Let each one’ (singular) be water baptized (parenthetical phrase - singular, comes afterward in time) Cf. Ac 3:18-19; 10:43: faith alone results in forgiveness of sins.

Acts 3:18-19 Repent = change the mind, i.e., turn to God, to faith alone in Christ’s provision for sins alone, (v. 18), resulting in sins being wiped  out, i.e., being completely forgiven unto eternal life. (cf. Acts 2:38; 10:43).

Acts 10:43 Portrays O.T. and N.T. salvation unto forgiveness of all sins past, present and future, (no stipulation otherwise), i.e., eternal life via a moment of faith alone in Christ alone, the only stipulation Hence repent in 2:38;  3:18-19 which produces the same result =  change of mind to faith alone in Christ alone too.

1 Cor 6:11 “Brothers” & “saints”, “members of Christ Himself”, (vv. 3, 6, 8, 15), are reminded that they were washed (middle voice = water baptized), sanctified and justified: past events pointing to the Corinthians as or after they became saints contrasted with previous evil lifestyle. Context is an exhortation to serve the Lord, (v. 13); not a formula for what it takes to become “saints” especially since “justified” is last in order instead of first, and water baptism elsewhere in Scripture is absent in salvation passages, (cf. Eph 1:13-14; Acts 3:19; 10:43)

Eph 1:13-14 One is placed in Christ at the point of believing in the gospel by the Holy Spirit Who Himself is deposited in one the moment one believes as a Seal & Guarantee of ones redemption as God’s eternal possession to the praise of His glory. Once saved always saved.

Eph 2:8-10 By grace, unmerited favor, God’s mercy, no human doing allowed, good or bad, (cf. Ro 11:6); you have been completely saved in a moment forever - perfect participle + present tense, thru a moment of faith (feminine) and that (neuter) salvation is not of yourselves (all human activity), salvation is the gift of God, (free, no human activity), not by works (no human activity - even acts of righteousness, cf. Titus 3:5), lest anyone should boast (absence of any human doing eliminates the possibility of boasting) For (because of having already been saved) we are (now) his workmanship (now) set apart to do works - but not to be saved.

Ez  36:24-27 water is a symbol  of the Holy Spirit spiritually cleansing Israel, (v. 27; Cf. Isa 44:3; 12:2-3; John 7:38-9), unto a new heart, i.e., regeneration, (cf. John 3:5-6; Titus 3:5).
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Gal 5:1-6 Believers who go back to a lifestyle of legalism/works instead of living by freedom in the Christian life have fallen from the grace way of life not from the grace way of salvation which the latter is always secured in the believer at the moment of faith alone in Christ alone as stipulated clearly in chapter 3.

Gal 5:21 Not inheriting eternal life is NOT in view; not inheriting ownership of the kingdom when you reside there for unfaithfulness is. Chapter 5 does not contradict faith alone as stipulated in chapter 3

Heb 6:1-7 It is impossible to bring Hebrew Christians or any believers back to repentance, i.e., to returning to believe that trust alone in Christ’s sacrifice alone is sufficient in and of itself for eternal life so long as they insist on works salvation such as the Law’s sacrificial system, (cf. 9:12; 26-28; 10:10). Verses 7-8 indicate that what is grown will be burned, but the land, (the believer), is not destroyed for such an offense. Loss of salvation not in view.

Heb 10:26-27 God’s fiery temporal  not eternal  judgment upon deliberately unfaithful believers is in view, just as it was in OT times when Israelite believers were unfaithful. Cf. Dt 32:15-25. Redemption unto eternal life is solely through and totally secured via the blood of Christ though faith alone and nothing else, (cf. cf. 9:12; 26-28; 10:10).

Jas 2:14 Verses 1:17-18 establish the context of born again ‘brothers’. Verses 1:19-21 view believers being saved from early physical death via being faithful to the word of God, cf. 5:20. Salvation without works does not refer to eternal life but salvation of the value and duration of ones physical life. Faith and works are separate concepts, each resulting in two separate justifications, (Jas 2:23-24).

Jas 2:17 Faith w/out works is dead relative to demonstrating to man that one is justified by faith alone before God unto eternal life, cf 2:24; Ro 4:1-2. This does not declare that faith w/out works negates salvation, rather it declares lack of demonstration before men that one is saved in the first place. Faith and works are separate concepts, each resulting in two separate justifications, (Jas 2:23-24).

Jas 2:18-19 This is not a statement that faith + works are needed to be saved unto eternal life. Works don’t matter re: what you believe in, is presented by an objector. Demons believing there is one God is not the same as trusting in God’s sovereignty, nor is it the gospel which enables transformation - hence the demons DO shudder in rebellion. Jas 2:20-26 are James’ response to the objector: Works do demonstrate & perfect ones faith but are not part of justification unto God which is by faith alone. 
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Jas 2:23-24 A person is not justified in one way only  [adverb!!] which is by faith but is also justified in a second way - by works which demonstrates that one is the friend of God like Abraham (v. 23) having already been justified by faith before God unto eternal life, (cf. Ro 4:1-3)

Joel 2:3 Pictures God’s future wrath on earth from which Israelite believers who call on His name will be saved. Salvation unto eternal life is not in view. 

John  1:1 IN THE BEG of all creation  (cf. Gen 1:1), the Word (a Person, (v. 14), singular = Preincarnate Christ, already WAS. Thus He is uncreated, i.e., eternal, excluding created angels, plural; THE WORD WAS WITH GOD = lit. face to face, i.e., equal to God, excluding Angels; AND GOD, (The word ‘God’ comes first w/out the article in the orig. word order = the essence of God, not a god), WAS THE WORD. Isa 43:10; 45:5 state there is no god but God. So the Word could not be a god, He must BE GOD!! . Both ‘God’s in 1:1 cannot be different. Furthermore, “god” in Ac 12:22 & 28:6 have the context of pagans, hence ‘a god’ is in view.

John 1:12-13 As many as believed in the name of Jesus Christ no other requirement stipulated, (v. 12), received Him and became born of God, a child of God, (v. 13). Faith alone in Christ alone unto eternal life, (John 3:14-16)

John 2:23-24 Many believed in Jesus after seeing His miracles resulting in becoming born of God, children of God, cf. John 1:12-13. Jesus did not entrust Himself to these new believers relative to working with Him as trustworthy disciples. This does not compute to some kind of false/miracle faith & not being saved.

John  3:5 Lit., “born out of water”. Water = Holy Spirit, Ez 36:24-27. Lit., “born out of the spiritual realm”. Hence anything of the physical realm excluded such as water baptism, cf. John 3:6.

John 3:6 flesh [= the physical realm] gives [physical] birth to flesh = the physical; but the [Holy] Spirit gives [spiritual] birth to the spirit in the spiritual realm; physical water baptism  or any human doing is excluded in spiritual/born again birth from above

John 3:14-16 Just as provision was made for all who were bitten by poisonous snakes to believe (look upon the bronze snake) in a moment’s time alone and be saved immediately from physical death; so provision was made for all mankind to simply believe in the Son being given for ones sins in a moments time alone, and thereby never perish (completed action verb) but immediately have (present tense possession) everlasting life (with God), such possession being permanent, forever & intrinsic by definition.
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John 6:26-35 The ‘work of God’ which God requires a man to do to receive the Food, the Bread of Life, Who endures in one forever unto eternal life once received, (vv. 27-28), Jesus Christ Himself, (v. 35), is simply to believe in the One Whom God has sent, i.e., Jesus Christ Himself. This is no work at all - a play on words to emphasize that Christ does all the work, man simply believes and is forever saved. 

John 8:31-33 Verses 31-32 have believers in the crowd in view. Verses 33ff have those who never believed, (cf. 37-41, 44-47). This passage does not show that one kind of believing in Jesus does not result in eternal life.

1 John 2:2 Christ is the propitiation, the atoning sacrifice, for the sins of the whole world - NO limitation to only the elect is in view. Sins are never the issue re: reception of eternal life - Christ paid for them all. Personal forgiveness is the issue which is by a  moment of faith alone in Christ alone, cf. Acts 10:43, 1 John 5:9-13.

1 John 5:9-13 Saving faith is equated with accepting the testimony of God, a moment of mental assent that eternal life is believing in His Son. Total assurance of eternal life is then stipulated, (v. 13), as available at the moment of faith alone in Christ alone unto eternal life no matter what

Mk 16:15-16 earliest manuscripts do not have vv. 9-20. Numerous reliable verses declare faith alone saves - no water baptism in view. Hence one is saved unto eternal life if one believes alone and after that does something else non-essential like water baptism or confession or repentant behavior (works). 16b crystalizes this: not believing results in condemnation, no mention of not being water baptized. Works - even righteous ones - do not gain eternal life. (cf. Titus 3:5)

Mt 7:21-23 Doing faithful works to secure eternal life is in view. Jesus stipulates that this is evil and prevents one from entering the kingdom of heaven. God’s will is to trust alone in Him alone, (John 3:14-16).

Phil 2:12 Already saved individuals are in view. Just as the same verb in Eph 6:13 is used to signify working out the purpose of one's spiritual armor which was received beforehand, so in Phil 2:12 the same verb is used to signify working out the perfection of ones salvation which was permanently received beforehand. It is the same idea of working out ones musical talent in order to perfect it, not to get or continue to receive it.

Ro 4:1-3 Just as Abraham, so all man justified by works not before God, but to give evidence before men  cf. Jas 2:23-24.
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Ro 4:4-5 Faith & works are mutually exclusive. Jas 2:14,17 imply that they are separate concepts.

Ro 9:27-29 Portrays a remnant of Israelite OT believers saved from God’s temporal wrath unto blessings. This context defines the word ‘saved’ throughout chapter 10.

Ro 10:9-10 To confess Jesus as Lord, Jesus must first BE ones Lord requiring an individual to first believe in His resurrection & what that implies: payment for sins to be justified unto eternal life. Confession is not required for eternal life; it follows and results in being saved from God’s temporal wrath unto blessings in this life and eternal rewards in the next, (cf. 9:27-9, 10:1; 12-17)

Ro 11:6 Anything by grace is by unmerited favor, solely by God’s mercy, undeserved. Hence grace is mutually exclusive of any human doing, even exclusive of righteous acts, (Titus 3:5). Since salvation unto eternal life is not by works but is by faith alone, then faith is not a work, Eph 2:8-9.

Ro 12:12-17 Believers are in view who call on the name of the Lord to be saved from God’s temporal wrath unto blessings. Cf. Joel 2:32

Titus 3:5 

God saved unto eternal life not because of righteous deeds but because of His mercy through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit. Notice: no human doing at all, even righteous acts are excluded like water baptism.
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
