Repent:

1) Turn from sin

2) Feel regret, contrition

3) Change ones mind about something

Acts 2:36-38

"Therefore let all the house of Israel know for certain that God has made Him both Lord and Christ - this Jesus Whom you crucified.

Now when they heard this they were pierced to the heart, and said to Peter and the rest of the apostles, 'Brethren, what shall we do?'

Peter said to them, 'Repent, and each of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins; and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.
Which definition best applies?

Since the subject is Who Jesus is, then the word repent means to change your mind about Who Jesus is, i.e., believe in Him for forgiveness of sins.

The word repent in this passage cannot mean turn from sin, because no one can perfectly turn from sin in order to be forgiven of sins. Even if one could stop sinning, that does not justify being forgiven of the sins you have committed in the past. Forgiveness of sins unto eternal life requires believing in Jesus for all sins committed, past, present and future because that's what He paid for on the cross, once for all time for all mankind, (Jn 3:16)!
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
